The trainee should be fully committed to Vascular Surgery and will train for a CCT in Vascular Surgery. 
A return to the General Surgery programme will not be possible once transfer has occurred. 
The following process should be followed:
1) Trainee informs General Surgery TPD s/he wishes to transfer to Vascular Surgery

2) General Surgery TPD informs Vascular Surgery TPD and/or Head of School

3) Deanery / LETB arranges transfer to local Vascular Surgery programme
Action: The Trainee must arrange for the completion of SECTION B and SECTION C of this form by the appropriate TPDs/Deans/Head of Schools
4) The Vascular Surgery TPD informs the General / Vascular SAC Liaison Group who will then review the trainee’s portfolio on the ISCP to determine the provisional level of training
Action: The General / Vascular SAC Liaison Group will complete SECTION D

5) The General / Vascular Surgery Liaison Group inform the JCST and the Vascular TPD of the provisional training level. This will then be confirmed or revised at the first ARCP.

6) If no slot is available locally either at the time of the request or by allocating a post due to become available at the next recruitment round, the Deanery / LETB informs the General / Vascular SAC Liaison Group who will attempt to find a place in another region. If no place is available then the transfer has to be declined and the trainee remains within General Surgery. The trainee can, however, reapply for transfer at another time or apply through national selection for a Vascular Surgery training post.

Trainees, you will need to arrange for these parts of the form to be completed by all the relevant TPDs and Deaneries/Head of Schools.
